Sources of Income:

1. Dues ($7.50 per member returned from WLMA)
This amount is sent directly to region treasurers twice a year.  

2. Regional Incentive Grants ($200.00 per region)
Regions may request an amount up to $200.00 per year from WLMA for programs or projects of significance to your region.
Note: You must have a specific program/project in mind and a grant request form must be submitted to and approved by the WLMA Vice-President.

3. Special fundraisers held by individual regions.
Regions may choose to conduct their own fundraisers as they see the need.  (Auctions, book sales, yard sales, etc.)

What can regions do with the budgets?

1. Provide membership services, postage, telephone charges, printing.

2. Cover program costs – speakers, refreshments, publicity.

3. Support scholarship funds or special needs as determined by the region.

What financial responsibility does the region have?

1. Deposit all checks promptly!  Checks expire after 60 days.

2. Make a budget - make it work - review and revise as needed
